CITIZENS’ COMMENTS ON AGENDA ITEMS:

Chief Bill Cass of Lawrence VFC #1 addressed the Board regarding Resolution #22-2020 and referenced a letter he previously handed out to the Board prior to the start of the meeting.  Chief Cass was advised this is a personnel matter and it could not be discussed by the Board.  Additionally Chief Cass inquired as to a plan who is acting Fire Code Official.

Engineer’s Report: 
Dan Deiseroth noted:

· the standard bridge inspections for Ridgewood Bridge and Creedmore Bridge were received and passed on by Don Gennuso.  The Ridgewood Bridge needed posted and signage is in and will be posted and the Creedmore Bridge will also be posted. Recommendations will be forthcoming to the Board
· the HOP (Highway Occupancy Permit) has been received for the Sanctuary off O’Hare Road.  A PennDOT Resolution is needed for Don Gennuso to sign the HOP application on behalf of Cecil Township.

Engineer’s Report: (continued)
Dan Deiseroth also noted:

· the DePaoli Road improvements and advised Range Resources is in agreement with the plan condition upon the Township obtaining the storm sewer easements and the any widening of the road.  Mr. Deiseroth noted nothing can be done until spring.    

Supervisor Fleeher noted the landslides in the McConnell Trails Development.  Dan Deiseroth noted the Developer has been put on notice and he will get back to Dan regarding his remedy.  There was discussion regarding any future lots that could possibly be problematic and holding up on issuing building permits.  Dan Deiseroth mentioned the Township is responsible for Public Improvements (roads and sewers).  Supervisor Casciola added to hold up on issuing any permits until the slide(s) are corrected.  Chairperson Fisher added the Board is in agreement to potentially putting a moratorium on permits until this issue is figured out.

Additionally, Supervisor Fleeher noted about the roads in the McConnell Trails Development will need milled down.  Dan Deiseroth noted the first wearing course is down and the Developer has also been put on notice regarding the heavy trucks running on the roads.
Supervisor Sivavec inquired about the Geo Technical Study that protects the Township.  Dan Deiseroth confirmed.

              Public Works Director Bill Bottorff noted:

· the water issues on Laurel Hill and Sunset have been addressed

· the Township Jail has been covered with a tarp and he suggested the Board think about repurposing the brick for fireplaces in the park.

              Don Gennuso noted the Letters of Inclusion from all the Supervisors participating in the 

Township’s health plan have been received and will be filed pursuant to the Second 
Class Township Code.
NEW BUSINESS:
Discuss the AML Program
Supervisor Casciola mentioned the previous grant for the ABB property and referenced this 
grant to Dan Deiseroth.

Dan Deiseroth recommends to continue to pursue the AML Pilot Money that would include 

some sort of economic development of the property.  Mr. Deiseroth recommends talking to the 
people that run the AML Program and determine what they would look for as far as an 

economic development study or what would it take if we still wanted to apply for the Pilot 

Money if the Township was not going to build a public works building on the property but use it 

for some future use.  
By a general consensus of the Board, they agreed to have Dan Deiseroth look further into this 

item and bring the information back to the Board.

OLD BUSINESS:

Supervisor Fisher noted that Cecil Township was awarded $100,000 from the LSA Grant for the three (3) bridges in Cecil Park.  Supervisor Fisher, Dan Deiseroth, and State Representative Jason Ortitay worked on this grant.  Additionally, through Representative Ortitay, $14,000 was received for two (2) handicapped swings and another grant for $5,000 was received for a drone for Cecil Township Police Department.  Supervisor Fisher noted we continue to work on a DCNR Grant and meetings with Representative Ortitay regarding grants, through his office, for the Lawrence sewer project.

Resident Kevin Camerson of 15 Swihart Road addressed the Board regarding the need to be consistent with the overflow street parking in the developments.
Resident Ken Strain of Windsor Woods thanked Dan Deiseroth regarding his request last month about North DePaoli Road.  Additionally, Mr. Strain requested the Board speak directly into the microphones so they can be heard. 

Supervisor Fleeher thanked the Public Works Department for coming out on New Year’s Eve.

Chairperson Fisher stated there is a Public Hearing scheduled regarding a Liquor License Transfer, after a five minute break, following the end of this meeting.
